GETTING TO THE NEWTON FREE LIBRARY 
 
FROM THE NORTH, WEST AND SOUTH:  
Take Route 128 to Exit 24 (Route 30/  Commonwealth 
Avenue). At the end of the exi t ramp, turn RIGHT onto 
Route 30 and go EAST towards Newton and Boston.  
Proceed on Route 30 for 3.1 miles and bear RIGHT at the 
traffic light onto Homer Street. (Newton City Hall is across 
from Homer Street on the LEFT.)

LAST MINUTE LIGHT OPERA   
Ruddigore 

 
NEGASS's LM LO was a fun read-through: 
 Eric Schwartz (pianist) and David Goldhirsch 
(conductor) kept the music moving through 
the occasional lost notes, rhythms, or words, 
and the unrehearsed cast turned out some 
delightful performances. 
 
I had not intended to w rite a review  for this 
meeting (so I didn't take notes and am not sure 
of the entire cast), but, in the absence of another, I'l l  do my 
best: 
 
In order of appearance: Janice Dallas was Zorah, and I was 
glad to see her improved health as well as her eternal 
youth and beauty. April Grant fil led in very ably at the 
very last minute as Dame Hannah, since Martha Birnbaum 
was missing.  (Martha, it turned out, had been in a skiing 
accident, and was stuck in NH with a broken pelvis!)   
 
Ann Ferentz was a lovely, simple Rose. Her voice was 
gorgeous, and, with no rehearsal or direction, she did a 
good acting job.  I've never seen her in a  full production - 
it would be fun to see what could come out under 
direction. 
 
I'd cast Ken Mc Pherson as Robin any time!  He doesn't 
have the typical antic Comic Bari tone qual ity, but he's a 
good, solid, dependable, professional-level singing actor of 
the "clear glass" school: he disappears into the role, and the 
audience sees the character, not the actor... and hears the 
character's voice exactly as i t ought to be. 
 
Old Adam was Peter Cameron, who turns out simple, 
good-hearted performances year after year. 
 
The Richard, Brad Amidon, is such a sweet kid! I could 
wish he had a li ttle more voice, but he uses the voice he 
has very well, and as an actor, his enthusiasm is infectious. 
 
Mad Margaret & Sir Despard:  I really need to discuss 
them together, because they were a great team.  I admit to 
prejudices with regard to Juliet Cunningham: I often wish 
she had more subtlety & depth... but she gave us an 
energetic &  polished performance, as usual, and of course 
arrived in a perfect pair of contrasting costumes.  I'm 
prejudiced in favor of Tony Parkes: he has the subtlety &  
depth Juliet lacks... but I admit that he doesn't always have 

enough energy to put his point across.  Working together, 
they inspired each other to present well-rounded 
performances. The Patter Trio, w ith the two of them plus 
Ken, was the glorious climax of their splendid Act II  scene. 
 

Carl Weggel, as Sir Roderic, had 
us worried: he's a tenor, so 
would he be able to sing Roddy's 
low notes?  He wasn't sol id on 
his aria, and i t took Eric and 
David's strength to keep the 
music going.  But his acting was 
good, and he did a solid job, 
without help, in the harmony for 
"There grew a li ttle flower." 
 

Have I left anyone out?  Somebody jumped in to play the 
speaking role of Ruth (someone said i t was Brad's w ife); 
others jumped in for the ghosts; everyone was fine. 
 
The chorus was the audience, as usual.  Some people knew 
their parts well  and others didn't know them at all.  Some 
chose to sing from the house; some chose to ham it up on 
stage.  In any case, we all had fun.

The Tower Show at Sudbury 

  
One of Shakespeare's plays is often referred to as "The 
Scottish Play," on the grounds that speaking the actual 
name causes bad luck.  Some members of the Sudbury 
Savoyards no longer refer to their most recent production 
by the name Gilbert gave it, for the same reason, and are 
quick to point out misfortune connected with past 
productions of the same play.  I happen to be fond of The 
Yeomen of the Guard (there!  I said i t!), but I have to admi t 
that Sudbury had a rough w inter. 
  
I fought various conflicts to attend the Saturday 3/ 1 
matinee.  I was particularly curious to see David Leigh as 
Jack Point:  big booming Dave is far from the usual small, 
thin patter-bari tone type.   
  
But I did not see Dave in the role. Dave had been fighting 
illness all week, and finally had to stay home for that 
performance.  So Tony Parkes, who had been playing Sgt. 
Meryll , stepped in as Point.  He did an excellent job, of 
course, as anyone who has seen Tony perform would 
expect: his music was spot-on, his dialog was subtle and 
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clever, and he even had his own costume.  He might have 
benefited from a bi t of touch-up direction...   
  
Except that the Music Director, Thomas Dawkins, was also 
out sick.  The show was conducted, without a missed beat, 
by Jim Ravan, who had been serving as Stage Manager for 
the show (so his assistant, Bill Fisher, bumped up to that role).  
And the Stage Director, Paula M oravek, was also 
unavailable: I understand she was on her way to the 
hospital  with pneumonia. 
  
Assistant Stage Director Jim Parmentier wasn't running 
any brush-up rehearsals: instead he took over for Tony as 
Meryll , on-book - although it seemed to me he barely 
needed to refer to the book.  Jim could have played the 
role from the start:  his voice was strong and warm, and 
the bumptious self-assertiveness of his personali ty was 
perfect for the role of a soldier who has risen through the 
ranks. 
  
The rest appeared as cast:  Coloratura Rebecca Hains 
surprised us with her solid low notes in the mezzo role of 
Phoebe, but her excel lent acting was no surprise. Mike 
Bromberg did a fine job as the Shadbolt we all love to hate.  
Tyler Hains did a good job as the dignified Lt. 
Cholmondeley. Brad Amidon was the Real Leonard, 
although we didn't get to hear his one musical number:  
Jim Parmentier managed all the other difficul t music in the 
Sgt's role, but opted to cut the "A las, I waver" trio.  Jon 
Saul and Ed Fell were good in the roles of First and Second 
Yeomen, while John Gorgone and Peter Welsh did their 
best as First and Second Citizen... al though that scene 
could have used a brush-up rehearsal with the new cast to 
solidify logistics. 
  
Larry Seiler, in his first romantic tenor lead, was a f ine, 
brave, handsome, and very-much-alive Fairfax whose 
death anyone would have sought to prevent.  Elsie was 
Kaori Emery, who sang well in a very demanding role. I  
personally would have enjoyed a more distinct 
characterization of Elsie... but Kaori's 
style may have been based on teamwork 
with the very different original Point. 
 
Laura Gouillart, always a star, was Dame 
Carruthers. Her niece, Kate, was Graham 
Daley:  she made the small role 
important, and her line in the quartet 
was lovely. 
  
Sets, lighting and costumes were good: Sudbury's 
production standards remain high, even when tech 
workers wear masks to avoid sharing the various viruses 
with which the show was plagued.  The audience enjoyed 

a solid performance, even if it floated on rough seas, and 
once again Sudbury raised plenty for the world hunger 
relief fund.

Yeomen of the Guard at Sudbury 

 
I had the distinct pleasure of watching the final 
performance of the Sudbury Savoyard’s Yeomen of the 
Guard or The Merryman and His M aid. It was a production 
neither to be misjudged nor underestimated. 
 
The first thing to notice was the orchestra under the 
command of Thomas B. Dawkins. His command of this 

particular work of Sullivan’s has improved to a 
level I wasn’t aware could be reached. It was a 
pleasure to hear the overture so carefully 
executed, and the orchestra responded well to 
every command. 
 
The next pleasure to see was Phoebe Meryll, 
performed wonderfully by Rebecca Hains. Hains 
infused intelligence and wisdom into the 
character while supplying a gorgeous voice. It 

was pure comedy to see her working her magic in “Were I 
thy bride”, both acting and singing.   
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Her deft actions in this number were matched both by 
Tony Parkes’ precision in removing Wilfred’s keys, freeing 
Fairfax, then returning them, and Mike Bromberg’s 
excellent portrayal of a rough-edged yet sympathetic 
Wilfred Shadbolt. Bromberg executed a monologue so 
convincing of Wilfred’s ignorance following this number 
that it alone garnered applause, and his acting throughout 
the performance conveyed an understanding of Wilfred 
that made him an audience favorite. 
 
Parkes, not to be outdone, demonstrated once again his 
versatility of acting and sense of comedy timing as Sgt. 
Meryll, whether it was dodging Dame Carruthers or 
plotting to free Fairfax. I am also informed that during this 
production he played more than one role when various 
cast members took ill. While it would have been a pleasure 
to see him in virtually any G&S role, I am thankful to have 
seen him and the rest of the cast performing the show as it 
had originally been cast.  
 
Tyler Hains was noteworthy as Sir Richard for his 
exquisite portrayal of straight man versus Jack Point’s 
deliberately over-engineered conundrums, while Laura 

Schall Gouillart turned in a stellar 
performance as Dame Carruthers and 
matched the precision of Tony Parkes 
in her scenes with him. I liked the 
staging of Graham Daley as Kate, 
always shadowing Carruthers 
throughout the performance and 
taking notes, which made her 
dialogue and singing up to and 
including “Strange adventure” very 
believable.  
 

Larry Seiler played the role of Fairfax, and his bright 
attitude toward his prospects hinted towards a character 
that was sympathetic in the end. Brad Amidon’s quick 
appearance as Leonard Meryll was memorable as well, as 
he accentuated the protective if condescending attitude 
towards his sister Phoebe.  
 
Kaori Emery’s vocal acting as Elsie Maynard was fantastic, 
expressing to the audience all of the feelings and concerns 
a young woman might have if she were to marry someone 
she never knew. And Jack Point was a sophisticated 
combination of emotions, played well by David Leigh. His 
execution of dialogue and presentation of the character 
overall painted a Jack Point who was very much in love 
with Elsie, forward about his attitude towards being a 
jester, and painfully heartbroken to end the show.  
 
I was also very pleased to hear the strength of voices in the 
chorus. Yeomen of the Guard being more operatic in scale 
than most other G&S shows, it is very important that all 
vocal parts were sufficiently covered, and this was 
managed well by those responsible. The set design did 
well to create the appearance of multiple exits in addition 
to the traditional stage left and stage right, and the lighting 

to begin the second act gave definite impressions of time 
of day as well as the mood of the show at every point.  
 
So let it be said that the Sudbury Savoyard’s production of 
Yeomen of the Guard was indeed a terrific experience.
